Classes in Session
Classes take place on Columbia’s Morningside 
Campus and meet twice daily, once in the  
morning and once in the afternoon, each with  
a ten-minute break.

Lunch and Midday Break
Students eat lunch, do homework, explore the 
neighborhood, relax with friends, and participate 
in a variety of organized activities and events.

Evenings & Weekends
Students in the commuter program may take part 
in early evening programming ending before  
6:30 p.m. Every evening, residential students have 
optional programming on campus, go on special 
outings in the city, or take time to rest and study  
in the residence halls with peers.
